The Great  Wagon Road i s  n o t  a new book, b u t  i t  i s  one o f  my favor -  
i t e s ,  and t h e  f a c t  t h a t  a copy has j u s t  been g iven  t o  t h e  Genealogy 0 

S e c t i o n  of Texas S t a t e  L ib ra ry  seems t o  j u s t i f y  reviewing i t  a t  t h i s  
l a t e  d a t e .  If . the powers t h a t  be r e f u s e  t o  recognize  t h a t  t h e  Great  
Wagon Road p e r t a i n s  as much t o  genealogy as t o  geography and h i s t o r y ,  
you may have t o  go t o  t h e  t h i r d  f l o o r  t o  f i n d  t h e  book, b u t  i t  w i l l  be 
worth your whi le ,  I a s s u r e  you. I 

For ,  nex t  t o  names and d a t e s ,  t h e  mig ra t ion  o f  one ' s  a n c e s t o r s  i s  
perhaps t h e  m o s t  impor tan t  o b j e c t i v e  of a g e n e a l o g i s t ' s  r e s e a r c h .  And 
t h i s  book covers two of t h e  m a j o r  r o u t e s ,  t h e  Grea t  P h i l a d e l p h i a  Wagon 
Road (from t h a t  c i t y  t o  Augusta, on Savannah R i v e r ) ,  and t h e  Wilderness 
Road ( V i r g i n i a  t o  Tennessee and Kentucky), and t r a c e s  them on a map. 

F i r s t  M r .  Rouse l o c a t e s  I n d i a n  t r i b e s  and t h e  t r a i l s  ( n o t a b l y  the  
Great  W a r r i o r s '  P a t h )  they  made. Next, he t r e a t s  o f  t h e  white  man's 
needs f o r  g e t t i n g  t o  c e r t a i n  p a r t s  o f  t h e  co lon ie s  and beyond, t hen  
how t h e  necessary  roads  were made f o r  e x p l o r e r s ,  t r a p p e r s ,  t r a d e r s ,  
and f i n a l l y  s e t t l e r s  

A weal th  o f  in format ion  i s  p resen ted  i n  a s a t i s f y i n g  balance o f  
f a c t u a l  d e t a i l  and amusing anecdote ,  weighted wi th  contemporary quo- 
t a t i o n s .  You can l e a r n  j u s t  what your a n c e s t o r s  a t e ,  wore, p l a n t e d ,  
sang, p a i d ,  r e a d ,  s u f f e r e d ;  how they  worked, p layed ,  f o u g h t ,  b u i l t ,  and 
earned t h e i r  l i v i n g  as they  made t h e i r  way a long  t h e s e  mig ra t ion  p a t h s .  

And t h e i r  experience of t h e  mig ra t ion  t r a i l  w a s  n o t  a one-time, 
seen-through-the-car-window kind  o f  t h i n g .  Many f a m i l i e s  s p e n t  a l i f e -  
time along t h e  r o u t e ,  p l a n t i n g  a crop h e r e ;  moving on i n  hopes of b e t -  
t e r  l and  t h e r e ;  s q u a t t i n g ,  r e n t i n g ,  buying and s e l l i n g  farms every  
few yea r s ;  burying t h e i r  i n f a n t s  and t h e i r  o l d  f o l k  where they  f e l l .  

Many of t h e  s t r a n g e  phrases  seen  i n  o l d  books, many now-forgotten 
customs t h e r e i n  t a n t a l i z i n g l y  r e f e r r e d  t o  a r e  expla ined  i n  t h i s  fas- 
c i n a t i n g  r e v e l a t i o n  of l i f e  on t h e  Great Wagon Road. Perhaps t h e  b e s t  
way t o  whet your a p p e t i t e  is t o  l i s t  some of t h e  chap te r  headings:

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MUG BOOKS I N  TEXAS STATE ARCHIVES 

A "mug -book" i s  a c o l l e c t i o n  of b iog raph ica l  s k e t c h e s ,  u s u a l l y  i n -  
c l u d i n g  p o r t r a i t s  of some of  t h e  men--hence t h e  nickname; "mug" has 
been a s l a n g  word f o r  f a c e  s i n c e  t h e  days o f  Charles  Dickens. 

m o s t  prominent i n  the  community; l a t e r  ( f o r t u n a t e l y  f o r  -f us anyone who 
wished could g e t  h i s  fami ly  h i s t o r y  inc luded  f o r  a p r i c e ,  perhaps only 

t h e  sugges t ion  t h a t  they  be t h e  s u b j e c t  of a s k e t c h ,  s o  t h e r e  a r e  va- 
r i o u s  reasons  why c e r t a i n  worthy men cannot be found i n  a mug book. 

Although some of t h e s e  books a r e  w r i t t e n  i n  t h e  f ~ l o r i d  r h e t o r i c  
of t h e  day (each " s u b j e c t "  is  - t he  most prominent i n  h i s  a r e a ! ) ,  they  
a r e  inva luab le  t o  a n c e s t o r  s e e k e r s  f o r  t h e  informat ion  they  f u r n i s h  
about a man's occupat ion,  f o r m e r - r e s i d e n c e s ,  m i l i t a r y  expe r i ence ,  r e -  
l i g i o u s  and f r a t e r n a l  a f f i l i a t i o n s  , e t c ,  Sometimes a l l  t he  c h i l d r e n  
of t h r e e  o r  f o u r  gene ra t ions  a r e  l i s t e d ,  p l u s  something about t h e  an- 
t eceden t s  of.  t he  s u b j e c t ' s  w i f e .  

A s ea rch  of t he  ca rd  f i l e s  des igna ted  2 and 3 i n  the  Texas S t a t e  
Archives r evea led  t h e  t i t l e s  of  many mug books under BOOKS - Texas - 
Biography. A few have been omi t ted  h e r e i n  because they  covered such a 
r e c e n t  pe r iod  only ,  o r  p e r t a i n e d  t o  a c e r t a i n  few o f  t h e  heroes  of 
Texas whose b iographies  a r e  s o  abundant: Aus t in ,  Houston, e t  a l ,  

Regre t t ab ly ,  many o f  t h e s e  b iog raph ica l  c o l l e c t i o n s  have no index 
p e r  s e ,  b u t  some have been indexed onto cards  i n  f i l e s  4, 5 ,  and 6 .  
The f i r s t  drawer o f  f i l e  4 l i s t s  "Books Referred t o  i n  Biographica l  
Itndex"; newer books u s u a l l y  have indexes .  

The f i r s t  s t e p  i n  looking  f o r  a Texan i n  t h e  S t a t e  Archives would 
be t o  c o n s u l t  The Handbook o f  Texas, found on t h e  a t t e n d a n t ' s  desk ,  
(Yolume I11 ske tches  some who d ied  a f t e r  1952 . )  Second, check t h e  b io-  
g r a p h i c a l  index o f  books r e f e r r e d  t o  aboves p l u s  drawers l a b e l e d  "Man- 
u s c r i p t  Holdings,  A .  J .  Houston C o l l e c t i o n ,  Ranger R o l l s  , Confederate 
Index,  e t c .  

There a r e  a few mug books a t  B a r k e r  Texas H i s t o r y  Center which 
a r e  n o t  i n  the  S t a t e  Archives ,  b u t  t h e r e  i s  a v e r i t a b l e  mul t i t ude  of 
them a v a i l a b l e  j u s t  ac ross  t h e  lobby f r o m  where we genea log ica l  r e -  
s e a r c h e r s  u s u a l l y  work. The ones t h a t  o f f e r  the  m o s t  promise f o r  us 
have been a r b i t r a r i l y  c l a s s i f i e d  below f o r  convenience,  b u t  some could 
w e l l  be i n  s e v e r a l  c a t e g o r i e s .

Thinking t h a t  readers  would be i n t e r e s t e d  i n  knowing how many 
of t hese  s o l d i e r s  remained i n  Texas a f te r  t h e  w a r ,  w e  have looked them 
up on t h e  1850 census.  F i r s t  w e  examine t h e  Accelerated Index t o  t h e  
1-s f o r  a name t h a t  c l o s e l y  resembles t h a t  of a 
s o l d i e r .  When t h e r e  a r e  s e v e r a l ,  w e  look on t h e  microfilm a t  one 
i n  t h e  county where he e n l i s t e d ,  i f  w e  have h i s  age t o  check a g a i n s t .  
If t h e  microfilm i s  i l l e g i b l e ,  w e  consu l t  Mrs. V. K .  Carpenter ' s  
p r in t ed  1850 census of Texas. 

Therefore ,  i n  t h e  l i s t  which fol lows,  an a s t e r i s k  precedes each 
name which b e a r s ' a  reasonable  resemblance t o  one t h a t  appears i n  the 
1850 census.  With the more common names there i s ,  of course,  less 0 assurance of  i d e n t i t y .  REMEMBER: These are j u s t  p o s s i b i l i t i e s - - w e  
do no t  guarantee t h a t  t h e  man on t h e  census w a s  t h e  s o l d i e r .  But by 
showing a l l  t h e  d e t a i l s  given i n  t h e  census,  w e  hope t o  enable  t h e  
readers  t o  l o c a t e  t h e i r  ances to r s .  Many may be found i n  t h e  Handbook 
of Texas, e s p e c i a l l y  Volume 111, t h e  new supplement.
