Always eager to be helpful to Austin Genealogical Society, Martha Askew sent 
your editor a yellowed page of newspaper that her granddaughter found behind a bu- 
reau drawer. Dated Feb. 5, 1959, it is an inside page of the Carrim Springs Javelin 
and apparently a special issue, as The Briscoe Ranch, founded by the late Governor 
Dolph Briscoe Sr., took out a huge ad congratulating the paper on its 75th Anniversary. 

On one side is a picture of 18 females, appearing to be aged from about seven to 
30-odd - probably a one-room school. The Javelin offered two passes to the Winter 
Garden Drive-In Theatre to the first three people who could identify three or more 
persons in the picture.
